Food iradiation became a  big
igswd in Japan in 1978 when it was
discovered that a major babyfood
manufacturer had been illegally iradi-
ating baby food ingredients. The veg-
atables were labelled as “animal
feedsthuff, because there is no law
regulating the irradiation of animal
feadstuff. And these iradiated veg-
gtables were then re-labelled and
supplied 1o babyviood rmanufacturers
such as Wakode, Meijl, and Snow
Brand. The subcontracior and irradia-
tar, Radiye Kogyo, ware found guilty
in June 1884 and the presidents of
thege companies were santznced to
eight menths imprisonment.” (source
